German III at TJ
Welcome to the German program at TJ!
The German III class will consist of  26 sophomores and juniors who studied German II together at TJ, along with any new students who have mastered the material of German II.   The students in German III are already comfortable understanding and speaking German at all times, having gained that skill during their German II year.
The German III class will continue the Komm Mit Textbook series, with chapter one of Komm Mit III.   In their German II class, TJ's German II students completed chapter nine of the Komm Mit II textbook, along with readings, songs, podcasts, and other non-text activities.  
If you have mastered the material through chapter 8 or 9 of Komm Mit II with your German II program, and are comfortable speaking and understanding German, you should have a good foundation to enter the German III program.    
If your German II program did not bring you to that point, it is strongly advised that you begin your German studies at TJ in the German II class.   You will have a head-start on your German II classmates, which should help make your year of transition to TJ enjoyable.   Past experience shows that students who enter German III without a solid foundation struggle to keep up and succeed, leaving them with an unpleasant foreign language experience.  We do not want that for you!
Frau Vaden's wish for you is that you have a wonderful four years at TJ, hopefully studying German throughout those years.  Students who begin German II as freshmen may continue their study through their senior year with this four-year sequence:

  German III

  German AP Language
  German V
